a) Charging the internal battery in the charging case

« Connect the USB-C connector to the connection on the
side of the charging case.

« Connect the USB-C connector on the USB cable to a
USB power source(e.g.USB power adapter).Plug the USB
power adapter into a mains socket.Charging starts
automatically when the USB power source delivers a
current.

* The LED indicator on the charging case flashes red to
indicate that the internal battery in the charging case is
charging via the USB-C cable.

* You can charge the charging case and the headsets at
the same time. The battery in the charging case is
charged first. The headsets are then charged as soon as
the battery in the charging case has sufficient charge.

b) Charging the internal batteries in the headsets

* Charge the batteries fully before using the product for
the first time.

+ Recharge the internal battery if the charge level of the
battery is too low.The LED indicator flashes red every 5
seconds to indicate that the internal battery level is too
low.An acoustic alarm sounds every 1 minute until the
battery is fully depleted.

* Open the cover of on the charging case and remove the
headsets from the charging case.

« To charge, place the headsets individually into the
charging bays in the charging case with the charging
contacts correctly oriented.

* The LED indicator lights up red to indicate that the
battery in the headsets is charging.

* The red LED indicator goes out when the battery is fully
charged.

* After charging,remove the headsets from the charging
bays in the charging case.

Disconnect the charging case from the USB power
adapter or other USB power source if applicable.

c) Using the headsets

* Place both headsets into your ears. Observe the
markings ‘L’ and ‘R’ with ‘L’ for the left ear and ‘R’ for the
right ear.

* The microphones on the headsets must point downwards
towards your mouth.

* The sensor area acts as a touch button for controlling
different functions of the headsets. A light press is all that
is required to use it.

d) Switching on the headsets and stereo pairing

* The headsets are designed for stereo pairing(TWS).
To pair the headsets after charging,insert them into the
charging bays in the charging case and remove them
again after a short time.After removal,the headsets
switch on automatically and stereo pairing begins. The
LED indicator on the main headset flashes blue & red
to indicate that pairing mode is active.

e) Pairing the headsets with a Bluetooth device
A ically pairing the

* Both devices must be paired before wireless
transmission between your Bluetooth device(audio
device and the product is possible. This process is also
called ‘pairing’.

* Place the headsets and your Bluetooth audio device at
a distance of approximately 1M from one another and
avoid interference that may affect signal transmission
(for example, do not place the devices near strong
electromagnetic fields or metal objects or behind
reinforced concrete walls).If necessary switch off other
interfering Bluetooth devices.

+ Switch the Bluetooth device on and enable pairing
mode.

* Follow the instructions for your Bluetooth device to pair
it. These may vary depending on the manufacturer and
design.The device now searches for Bluetooth devices
within reception range.

1. Select the device ID of the headsets (Pero TWS05) in
the list of available Bluetooth devices on your audio device
(e.g.mobile phone,tablet pc) to pair the headsets with the
device. You will hear a brief congirmation tune “connected”
once pairing has been successful.

2. If the devices do not pair, insert the headsets into the
charging case and try pairing the devices again.

If you move your mobile device and headsets out of

range, you will hear an electronics tune. The product then
tries to connect to the mobile device again. If these
connections attempts remain unsuccessful for 3 minutes,the
headsets swith off automatically.

f) Control with your mobile device

You can control all functions such as playback and other
functions, using the controls on your audio device(mobile
device). See the operating instructions for your device.

g) Music playback

* Connect the headsets to an audio playback device via
Bluetooth.

« Start playback on your audio device.

*You can select the volume and track(skip to the
next/previous track)with your audio device.

« While playing a track,briefly touch the sensor area of
the headset (L or R) once to pause the track. Press
again once to resume the track/audio file.

* Music backward: touch the sensor area of the left
headset twice.

+ Music forward: touch the sensor area of the right
headset twice.

* Volume up:touch the sensor area of headset (R) 3 times.
« Volume down:touch the sensor area of headset (L) 3 times.

h) Answering/ending phone calls and dialling

When the products is paired with a mobile phone via
Bluetooth and you receive an incoming call, the current
track is paused and the speaker plays a ringtone.

* To answer an incoming call,briefly touch the sensor area
of the right or left headset once.Press again once to end
the call.

* To reject an incoming call,touch the sensor area of the left
or the right headset 2 seconds.

If possible, speak in the direction of the microphone when
making a call and ensure that the microphone is not
obstructed.

Keep the headsets away from credit cards and magnetic
storage media. Data on these devices could be lost due to
demagnetisation.

* Ensure that all of the latest Bluetooth drivers are

installed on the device that you want to pair.

* Please note that the control functions on the headsets are
not supported by all audio devices(e.g.

smartphones).Visit the website of your smartphone
manufacturer and check the list of functions for your
device(the AVRCP protocol must be supported

Updating your device may help to resolve the issue.

« If there is no audio in the headsets, try increasing the
volume.

« If the issue persistsre-establish the Bluetooth
connection or pair the devices again.

« If you hear crackling and noise ensure that the audio
device and headsets are within 10 metres of one
another. Exclude other interference from the wireless
reception.

A Note

1. Avoid exposure to liquid and high-humidity environments.
2.Avoid dropping,crushing or toppling to avoid damage.

3. Avoid contact with strong magnets.

4. Do not attempt to disassemble the device yourself.

5. For your safety, please do not use while riding a
motorcycle or bicycle, driving or crossing the road.

6. For health reasons, avoid listening to audio at high
volume for long periods.

7.Do not perform other operations when searching for
Bluetooth in case of a procedure error.

8. If the headsets has not been used for a long time charge
it first.

9. Keep headsets away from credit cards and magnetic
media. Data on these devices may be lost due to
demagnetization.
